Reading the Bible

Luca 1:26-38

In the sixth month, the angel Gabriel was sent from God to a town of Galilee called Nazareth, to a
virgin betrothed to a man named Joseph, of the house of David, and the virgin's name was Mary. And
coming to her, he said, "Hail, favored one! The Lord is with you." But she was greatly troubled at what
was said and pondered what sort of greeting this might be.

Then the angel said to her, "Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with God. Behold, you will
conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you shall name him Jesus. He will be great and will be
called Son of the Most High, and the Lord God will give him the throne of David his father, and he will
rule over the house of Jacob forever, and of his kingdom there will be no end.” But Mary said to the
angel, "How can this be, since I have no relations with a man?"

And the angel said to her in reply, "The holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the Most High
will overshadow you. Therefore the child to be born will be called holy, the Son of God. And behold,
Elizabeth, your relative, has also conceived a son in her old age, and this is the sixth month for her who
was called barren; for nothing will be impossible for God."

Mary said, "Behold, I am the handmaid of the Lord. May it be done to me according to your word."
Then the angel departed from her.

Studying our Faith

The Holy Eucharist is the flesh of Jesus, the “Fruit” of Mary’s womb. Mary was invited to conceive The
Father’s only Son by the power of the Spirit. Mary is the tabernacle of The Holy Eucharist.

In the Old Testament, the pillar of cloud overshadowed the tabernacle, the dwelling place of the Most
High. In the New Testament, the Holy Spirit overshadowed Mary, “The Holy Spirit will come upon you,
and the power of the Most High will overshadow you.” Mary was the new Ark, the new Temple and the
new tabernacle of the Most High.

Mary kept herself from sin, she became a worthy tabernacle/dwelling place of Jesus. You are also a
dwelling place of Jesus. Everyday, you are invited to receive Eucharist.

Scripture: Luke 2:1-19 — The Birth of Jesus

In those days a decree went out from Caesar Augustus that the whole world should be enrolled. This
was the first enrollment, when Quirinius was governor of Syria. So all went to be enrolled, each
to his own town. And Joseph too went up from Galilee from the town of Nazareth to Judea, to
the city of David that is called Bethlehem, because he was of the house and family of David, to
be enrolled with Mary, his betrothed, who was with child. While they were there, the time came
for her to have her child, and she gave birth to her firstborn son. She wrapped him in swaddling
clothes and laid him in a manger, because there was no room for them in the inn. Now there
were shepherds in that region living in the fields and keeping the night watch over their flock.

The angel of the Lord appeared to them and the glory of the Lord shone around them, and they were
struck with great fear. The angel said to them, "Do not be afraid; for behold, I proclaim to you
good news of great joy that will be for all the people. For today in the city of David a savior has
been born for you who is Messiah and Lord. And this will be a sign for you: you will find an
infant wrapped in swaddling clothes and lying in a manger." And suddenly there was a
multitude of the heavenly host with the angel, praising God and saying: "Glory to God in the
highest and on earth peace to those on whom his favor rests."

When the angels went away from them to heaven, the shepherds said to one another, "Let us go,
then, to Bethlehem to see this thing that has taken place, which the Lord has made known to us."
So they went in haste and found Mary and Joseph, and the infant lying in the manger. When
they saw this, they made known the message that had been told them about this child. All who
heard it were amazed by what had been told them by the shepherds. And Mary kept all these
things, reflecting on them in her heart.

On the third day a wedding took place at Cana in Galilee. Jesus’ mother was there, and Jesus
and his disciples had also been invited to the wedding. When the wine was gone, Jesus’ mother
said to him, “They have no more wine.”

“Woman,"! why do you involve me?” Jesus replied. “My hour has not yet come.”

’

His mother said to the servants, “Do whatever he tells you.’

Nearby stood six stone water jars, the kind used by the Jews for ceremonial washing, each
holding from twenty to thirty gallons.”

Jesus said to the servants, “Fill the jars with water”; so they filled them to the brim.
Then he told them, “Now draw some out and take it to the master of the banquet.”

They did so, and the master of the banquet tasted the water that had been turned into wine. He
did not realize where it had come from, though the servants who had drawn the water knew.
Then he called the bridegroom aside and said, “Everyone brings out the choice wine first and
then the cheaper wine after the guests have had too much to drink; but you have saved the best
till now.”

What Jesus did here in Cana of Galilee was the first of the signs through which he revealed his
glory; and his disciples believed in him.

Foretelling of the Eucharist

The water turning into wine miracle is a significant event in an insignificant setting. Only
Mary, his disciples and the servants knew of the miracle and Jesus turned 6 water jars, each holding
20-30 gallons each, into wine instantly.

When Mary told Jesus, “The wine has run out,” Jesus replied, "woman....it is not my hour."
Hour foreshadows future crucifixion and resurrection. As with the water turning into wine at Cana,
the wine turns into Jesus' blood with the Eucharist. In the context of a wedding, a new relationship
is formed, and so with the establishment of the Eucharist, a “marriage” and therefore, a new
covenant is formed between God and humanity. At mass, we are present for a miracle which
reminds us that we are the people of God’s New Covenant formed by Jesus shedding his blood for
us. In the Old Testament, God is described as the Groom and Israel is the Bride. In the New
Testament, Christ is the Groom and His Church is the Bride. At the wedding in Cana, the
bridegroom ran out of wine, but the guests were treated with the best wine by the glory of Jesus.
At Mass, we are the guests being invited by Jesus and being given to drink the best wine of the
Blood of Christ, served by Jesus Himself, the Groom of the Church.

Faith

Mary trusts Jesus to help with the wedding despite his answer. Knowing his ability, she
boldly tells the servants, "Do as you are told." The servants willingly obey even though they do not
understand and serve the wine to the master of the banquet even though they know they have just
poured water into the jars.

Reading the Bible

Gospel (Mt 14:13-21)

When Jesus heard of the death of John the Baptist, he withdrew in a boat to a deserted place by himself. The
crowds heard of this and followed him on foot from their towns. When he disembarked and saw the vast
crowd, his heart was moved with pity for them, and he cured their sick.

When it was evening, the disciples approached him and said, “This is a deserted place and it is already late;
dismiss the crowds so that they can go to the villages and buy food for themselves.” Jesus said to them,
“There is no need for them to go away; give them some food yourselves.” But they said to him, “Five loaves
and two fish are all we have here.” Then he said, “Bring them here to me,” and he ordered the crowds to sit
down on the grass.

Taking the five loaves and the two fish, and looking up to heaven, he said the blessing, broke the loaves, and
gave them to the disciples, who in turn gave them to the crowds. They all ate and were satisfied, and they
picked up the fragments left over — twelve wicker baskets full. Those who ate were about five thousand men,
not counting women and children.

* The apostles recognized the needs of the people; that they need to rest, need to eat, need to drinks
after a long day of following Jesus and they present these needs to Jesus.

The Commission of Paul & Barnabas

Reading the Bible

Barnabas and Saul Commissioned—Acts 13:1-14

“Now in the Church at Antioch there were prophets and teachers: Barnabas, Simeon who was
called Niger, Lucius of Cyrene, Manaen a member of the court of Herod the ruler, and Saul. While they
were worshiping the Lord and fasting, the Holy Spirit said, “Set apart for me Barnabas and Saul for the
work to which I have called them.” Then after fasting and praying they laid their hands on them and sent

them off.

So, being sent out by the Holy Spirit, they went down to Seleucia,; and from there they sailed to
Cyprus. When they arrived at Salamis, they proclaimed the word of God in the synagogues of the Jews.
And they had John also to assist them. When they had gone through the whole island as far as Paphos,
they met a certain magician, a Jewish false prophet, named Bar-Jesus. He was with the proconsul,
Sergius Paulus, and intelligent man, who summoned Barnabas and Saul and wanted to hear the word of
God. But the magician Elymas )for that is the translation of his name) opposed them and tried to turn the
proconsul away from the faith. But Saul, also know as Paul, filled with the Holy Spirit, looked intently at
him and said, “You son of the devil, you enemy of all righteousness, full of all deceit and villainy, will you
not stop making crooked the straight paths of the Lord? And now listen—the hand of the Lord is against
yo, and you will be blind for a while, unable to see the sun.” Immediatedly mist and darkness came over
him, and he went about groping for someone to lead him by the hand. When the proconsul saw what had
happened, he believed, for he was astonished at the teaching about the Lord.

Then Paul and his companions set sail from Paphos and came to perga in Pamphylia. John,
however, left them and returned to Jerusalem,; but they went on from Perga and came to Antioch in
Pisidia.”

Faith /Fact Finding

1. Overview of the journey - Tong quan vé cugc hanh trinh

Paul and Barnaba’s first missionary journey led them to the island of Cyprus, then Pamphylia,
Pisidia, and Lycaonia, all of Asia Minor, and establishing churches at Pisidian Antioch, Iconium,
Lystra, and Derbe.

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Beginning of the first mission in Cyprus - Bit ddu nhiém vu ddu tién trong Sip

The interlude to the first mission of Saul and Barnabas begins with the inspiration of the Holy
Spirit. Their missionary journey led them first to the island of Cyprus where they preached in
synagogues of the various cities. In Paphos they met the proconsul Sergius Paulus and a false
prophet Elymas. Elymas attempted to turn the proconsul away from the faith and was eventually
blinded by Saul. It is also here that Saul suddenly became know as Paul.

Preaching at Antioch in Pisidia - Rao gidng noi Antioch ¢ Pisidia

From Paphos, the missionary jouney continues to Pamphylia and then Antioch in Pisidia. It is
here that Paul preached the good news and the word of salvation that “through him (Jesus Christ)
forgiveness of sins is being proclaimed to you,[and] in regard to everything from which you could
not be justified under the Law of Moses” (Acts 13:38).

Address to the Gentiles - Dién thuyét téi cic din ngoai

Paul continued to preach the good news and forgiveness of sins based on Jesus resurrection in
synagogues until the appearance of a large number of Gentiles filled the Jews with jealous and
violence (Acts 13:45). It is here that Paul and Barnabas set out to address the Gentiles. This is
the beginning of where God had opened the door of faith to the Gentiles.

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5. Paul and Barnabas at Iconium - Phaolé va Barnabas ¢ Iconium
Paul and Barnabas continued their missionary journey to Iconium. They spoke to both, Jews and
Greeks, but the people in this city were divided as the Jews were against their teachings. Paul and
Barnabas were eventually driven out of the city by attempts from both the Jews and the Gentiles
to attack and stone them.

6. Paul and Barnabas in Lystra - Phaolé va Barnabas tai Lystra
In Lystra, Paul cured a crippled man in an effort to convince his audience of the power of “the
word.” However, due to pagan traditions of the people in this city, they were amazed and began
to see Paul and Barnabas as gods. Ultimately some Jews from Antioch and Iconium arrived and
convinced the crowds against them so they “stoned Paul and dragged him out of the city” (Act
14:20).

7. End of a missionary - Két thiic clia mgt cudc truyén gido

From Lystra, Paul and Barnabas continued to Derbe. Here, they spread the good news and were
able to proclaim many followers. They eventually returned to Lystra, Iconium and to Antioch
where their teachings achieved believers from the Gentiles. At the end of their first missionary
journey, Paul and Barnabas failed to sow the seeds of faith in the Jews, but it was a success
amongst the Gentiles.

Studying our Faith

1. The first missionary journey of Paul and Barnabas opened the door of faith to the Gentiles. The Jews were
God’s chosen people, yet it was the Gentiles (non-Jewish) who were opened to the teachings and word of
the Lord. This missionary journey imposes the idea that the Word of the Lord is for everyone, and not just
the chosen, and salvation is for all who has faith.

2. The life of the late Pope John Paul Il is similar to the first mission of Paul and Barnabas. He endeavored
to spread the word of the Lord to many people of many race. Pope John Paul II was not only the first
Polish Pope, but he was the first non-Italian Pope since the Dutch Pope Adrian VI in the 1520s. By the
time he became Pope, he fluently spoke ten languages which includes Polish, Slovak, Russian, Italian,
French, Spanish, Portuguese, German, Ukrainian and English. Aside from this, he also had a good
knowledge of Ecclesiastical Latin. During his reign, he visited over 100 countries.
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Like Paul and Barnabas, Pope John Paul II lived his life as a missionary to bring faith and the word of
salvation to a vast number of people. Wherever he encountered rejections, such as abortion rights activists
or anti-Catholic rallies, he maintained his position and pressed harder on his message of salvation, as did
Paul and Barnabas when they were rejected by the Jews.

The mission of Paul and Barnabas, along with Pope John Paul II, teaches us that faith is not just for the
chosen, but for all those who believe.

Summary

Paul and Barnabas set out to spread the word of the Gospel to Asia Minor on their first missionary journey.
They began preaching in the synagogues of various cities but encountered much hostility from the Jews. They
continued on their mission, but it was with the Gentiles that they were most successful in spreading the word
of the Lord.

1. Paulin Athens—Acts 17: 22-31

"You Athenians, I see that in every respect you are very religious. For as I walked around looking carefully at
your shrines, I even discovered an altar inscribed, 'To an Unknown God.' What therefore you unknowingly
worship, I proclaim to you. The God who made the world and all that is in it, the Lord of heaven and earth,
does not dwell in sanctuaries made by human hands, nor is he served by human hands because he needs
anything. Rather it is he who gives to everyone life and breath and everything.

He made from one the whole human race to dwell on the entire surface of the earth, and he fixed the ordered
seasons and the boundaries of their regions, so that people might seek God, even perhaps grope for him and
find him, though indeed he is not far from any one of us. For 'In him we live and move and have our being,' as
even some of your poets have said, “For we too are his offspring.” Since therefore we are the offspring of
God, we ought not to think that the divinity is like an image fashioned from gold, silver, or stone by human art
and imagination.

God has overlooked the times of ignorance, but now he demands that all people everywhere repent *'because
he has established a day on which he will 'judge the world with justice' through a man he has appointed, and
he has provided confirmation for all by raising him from the dead."

The beginning of the second journey is marked by a disagreement between Paul and Barnabas in regards to
who would accompany them on their journey. In resolution, Paul and Barnabas go their separate paths.
Barnabas took Mark and sailed to Cyprus. Paul, accompanied by Silas traveled through Syria, Cilicia, Derbe
and Lystra to revisit the churches that was previously established by Paul in Asia Minor. They traveled
through the Phrygian and Galatian territory and then Mysia. They eventually came down to Troas where in a
night vision Paul saw a Macedonian asking him to come and help them. Paul concluded from this vision that it
was a call from God to proclaim the good news in Macedonia. He accordingly sailed for Europe and preached
the Gospel in Philippi, Thessalonica, Beroea, Athens, and Corinth. At the end of the journey, he returned to
Antioch by way of Ephesus and Jerusalem.
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Paul and Silas reached Lystra where they met Timothy, the son of a Jewish woman and Greek father. In an
effort to associate with the Jews and gain acceptance to perform ministry among them, Paul convinced
Timothy to be circumcised in accordance with the Mosaic laws. (Act 16:1-3) This is a contrast to his teaching
as Paul has insisted that these laws cannot be imposed on the Gentiles. Together, they traveled through the
Phrygian and Galatian territory. They came to Mysia and down to Troas. In Troas, Paul saw in a night vision a
request for him to come to Macedonia.

2. Paul in Philippi and Athens

Philippi is a city in the district of Macedonia which is a Roman colony. In Philippi, Paul encountered a slave
girl with peculiar power who performed fortune telling to make profit for her owner. She followed and
disturbed Paul and his companions with outbursts. Being annoyed by her, he performed exorcism to command
the evil spirit to leave her. In reaction to this by the owners and the crowd, Paul and Silas were “dragged to the
public square before the local authorities” where they were beaten and imprisoned. The following day they
were released and exiled from the city. (Act 16:16-40) Paul and his companion continued their journey
through Amphipolis, Apollonia, Thessalonica and finally arrived in Athens.

In Athens he saw that the city worshipped “unknown gods.” It is here that he delivered a notable speech before
a Gentile audience. His speech addresses the divinity responsible for the origin of human existence and
creation of the world. He disputes the belief that God is an image of power from materials. In his speech, he
declares that God is the ultimate judge of human race, and a day has been established in which he will “judge
the world with justice” through a man whom he has resurrected from the dead (Act 17:22-34). From Athens he
traveled to Corinth where he spent a year and a half. From Corinth he returned to Antioch by way of Ephesus
and Jerusalem.

Case Study / Life Application

1. Paul’s second missionary journey culminates in his notable speech to the Gentiles in Athens where he
addressed the idea of an “unknown god.” His speech emphasizes that there is one God who is the origin of
all creation, cannot be found in material objects and who is the ultimate judge of human race.

2. In a journey back to his native country of Germany in September 2006, Pope Benedict XVI states in his
Sunday sermon that “Put simply, we are no longer able to hear God — there are too many different
frequencies filling our ears. What is said about God strikes us as pre-scientific, no longer suited to our age.
Social issues and the Gospel are inseparable.” In today’s society, we are often blinded by the “idols” of
society. There are computers and spaceships that can travel into space to a destination beyond our
comprehension. Technologies have advanced to such a degree that through the method of cloning, life can
be artificially replicated. We often view these advancements as vital to our existence.
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Paul’s speech to the Gentiles and Pope Benedict XVI reminds us that God is the origin of all things. All
“idols” of the world cannot overcome God’s greatness, and in all facets of life, we must maintain faith that
God is the ultimate judge of our life. It is only through God that all creations and greatness can be
achieved

the cities that he had setup churches on his first missionary journey. Paul delivers a notable speech to the
Gentiles in Athens regarding God being the origin of creation. Paul declares that God is the ultimate judge of
the human race and that the day has been determined when God will do so through a man whom he has
resurrected from the dead.

- Paul visited nearly all the places he visited during his second mission but he made Ephesus to be the center of
his missionary activity. There, here stayed for nearly three years.

- Paul does not like to a burden to the faithful, therefore, he spends many hours making tents for a living but it
does not stop him from preaching the Gospel.

- In the Third mission, Paul converted many to be follower of Christ and healed many sick people which
stirred jealousy among pagans.

- The temple of Artemis at Ephesus was one of the seven wonders of the ancient world. Artemis, originally the
Olympian virgin hunter, moon goddess, and goddess of wild nature, was worshiped at Ephesus as an Asian
mother goddess and goddess of fertility. She was one of the most widely worshiped female deities in the
Hellenistic world

- Paul wrote FOUR great epistles during his third missionary trip.

- At Troas, Paul brings a young boy back to life after fallen from a third-story window as he fell asleep while
listening to Paul’s lecture.

- At Miletus, he pronounce farewell before the ancient Ephesus as he will die in Jerusalem which drew many
tears.

- At Agabus, Paul predicted his coming arrest in Jerusalem but it did not stop him from going.

Paul’s humility is expressed through his words to the Corinthians “For I am the least of the apostles,
not fit to be called an apostle, because I persecuted the church of God.” (I Corinthians 15:9). By the
grace of God, Paul was able to accomplish so much in God’s name and never once took credits for
himself.

- Fortitude and Patience
Through out his missions, Paul endured many sufferings and faced many dangers but he prevailed as
he continues to preach the word of God. (2 Corinthians 11:23-27).

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Historical Context
Throughout history, we see that when civilizations decay morally, the strong and powerful begin to
victimize the weak and defenseless. In the Old Testament, Israelites sacrificed their babies to the pagan god,

Baal. The Carthaginians burned thousands of babies to their god victimizeMoloch. Many of these infants,
killed in the name of religion, were socially undesirable. The children were either handicapped or born from
women who were not married. In ancient times, Romans began to take unwanted babies to the wilderness at
night and left them with to be frozen or eaten by wild animals. Only the lucky babies would be rescued and
raised by Christians.

Many people today think we have legal abortion because we are advanced and civilized. On sacrifice the
contrary, abortion and euthanasia (mercy killing) were a problem long ago in the pagan (an irreligious or
hedonistic person) world. The pagan Greeks who founded the field of medicine were horrified at the thought
that a person who acquired skills to heal could use these skills to kill the weak and defenseless. The father of
medicine, Hippocrates (460-377 BC), established the Hippocratic Oath, an oath that doctors have sworn ever
since. In this oath, doctors vow never to help a woman have an abortion or to aid a person in taking his/her
life. In our generation, doctors have begun to exclude the part of the Hippocratic Oath that prohibits abortion
and euthanasia.

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Legality

Direct abortion is the deliberate killing of an unborn baby. Many countries have legalized abortion on
demand. In the United States, abortion was legalized in 1973 under federal law in the Roe vs. Wade case. In
recent years, however, the U.S. Supreme Court, in landmark cases such as the Webster vs. Reproductive
Health Services case in 1989, has given the states more power to make laws restricting abortions. Abortion
violates both the natural law and God’s law. A society exists to protect life and communal living. When any
one group is not protected, then all other groups are threatened. If society allows and justifies the killing of
unborn babies, then they may also judge that others such as the terminally ill, the elderly, mentally or
physically handicapped children, or those who are no longer productive members of society be killed off as
well.

The Church’s Stance

Abortion is a serious sin that goes against the values of the Ten Commandments: reverence for God and
respect for life. Abortion is any action that deliberately kills a fetus. According to the Code of Canon Law,
abortion carries a penalty of automatic excommunication. People who perform or participate in the abortion
and mothers and fathers who fail to protect and provide for the children they have created are to blame for the
abortion. Legislators who support abortion laws are also guilty. Those who promote sexual permissiveness
must also share the blame for abortion.

Fifth Commandment: You shall not kill. Ex 20:13; Dt 5:17

CCC 2322 and 2271: From its conception, the child has the right to life. Direct abortion, that is, abortion
willed as an end or as a means, is a "criminal" practice gravely contrary to the moral law. The Church imposes
the canonical penalty of excommunication for this crime against human life.

You shall not kill the embryo by abortion and shall not cause the newborn to perish .

God, the Lord of life, has entrusted to men the noble mission of safeguarding life, and men
must carry it out in a manner worthy of themselves. Life must be protected with the utmost
care from the moment of conception: abortion and infanticide are abominable crimes.

Consequences

Abortion can have many irreversible consequences including the many physical and psychological risks
for the mother and developing child. Those medical risks include bleeding, infection, uterine perforation
cervical injury, death, increased chance of becoming infertile and higher rates for future miscarriages and
problems with later pregnancy. Psychological problems include guilt, sense of loss, bad dreams, flashbacks,
self-destructive behaviors, depression, anger, rage, shame, and suicidal tendency. Men can also suffer similar
psychological symptoms from the emotional aftermath of abortion.

If you have had an abortion, or know someone who has, spiritual healing is available from a Catholic-
sponsored group called Project Rachel.

Case story #1:

Ten years ago yesterday, I carried you beneath my heart. Ten years ago, I stopped the beating of your
heart. I, your mother, who gave you life, also gave you death. It has been a decade and still my blood runs
cold and I catch my breath whenever I hear the word “abortion.” There is emptiness inside of me that can
never be filled, a chill that has never quite been warmed, a grief that will never end. To me you will forever
remain an unfinished song, a flower that never bloomed, a sunrise clouded by rain... Your silent screams have
awakened me from sleep many times over the years, and I have lain in the dark and mourned the loss of the
baby I killed. There have been even times when I’ve contemplated ending my own life as I ended yours...

(The Incredible Gift! The Truth About Love and Sex, Kiser)

Case story #2:

1t was the beginning of my junior year in high school. I was excited, looking forward to another year of
diving, gymnastics and track. But this excitement quickly came to an end when [ realized I was pregnant.
Although abortion may seem like an easier way out, than going through a pregnancy, adoption, or raising a
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baby it is not. Not only is it irresponsible and immoral, it also has many other devastating results that are
seldom brought to one’s attention.

Do Not Judge Another-- (Roman 14:8)

Faith / Fact Finding

1. What is euthanasia? (Euthanasia la gi?)

Euthanasia is the act of intentionally killing a person who is suffering, likely from life-long illness, or
whose life is viewed as burdensome or meaningless. There are usually two ways this killing can occur: by a
positive act, such as injection, or by an act of omission, such as starvation. Sometimes, a person decides to
take his/her own life, with or without the assistance of someone else. These people are guilty of suicide. Other
times, people are put to death without their consent, as can happen with disabled babies or comatose people.
Those who assist in or force these kllhngs are guilty of homicide.

2. Why has euthanasia become so accepted by our society?
(Lam sao Euthanasia dwoc sw chdp nhin béi xi héi chiing ta?)
There are many reasons: (C6 nhiéu 1y do:)
* People lack faith in God; they neither believe in an afterlife nor fear divine retribution.
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(Nguoi thiéu dirc tin vao Thién Chita; ho khéng tin tuéng vao mét sw song doi sau ciing khéng lo so s trieng
phat cua Thién Chua.)

* People lack the belief in the great spiritual value of suffering.

(Nguoi thiéu niém tin vao cdc gid tri tinh than tuyét voi cia sw dau khé.)

* People have weak penitential spirit that leads them to escape from the least discomfort.

(Nguoi c6 mot tinh than sam héi yéu o6t, cho nén ho tim kiém cdch dé thodt khéi sw khé chiu.)

* An increase of chronic diseases such as cancer, stroke, and Alzheimer’s.

(Sw gia tang cac bénh man tinh nhuw ung thu, dot quy, va Alzheimer.)

* People fear that they are a burden to their loved ones or fear the doctors won’t let the dying process take
over.

(Nguoi s rang ho la mét ganh ndang cho nhitng nguwoi than yéu ciia ho, hodc so cdc bdc si sé€ khéng cho
phép qud trinh chét xay ra.)

* Medical advances have made it possible for people to end their lives through relatively painless methods.
In many instances, euthanasia is done with the assistance of doctors or medical professionals.

3. What is the Catholic Church’s teaching on Euthanasia?
(Gido Hpi Cong Gido giing day gi vé Euthanasia?)

As Catholics, we believe that life is a sacred gift from God. We are only stewards of our lives and
bodies. They are His gifts and must be used properly (Gospel of Life.) The Catholic Church has issued several
documents on this topic: Declaration on Euthanasia, The Gospel of Life, and Charter for Health Care
Workers, and the Catechism of the Catholic Church, sections 2276-2283. In the Declaration on Euthanasia
we are given the following clear guidelines: (La mdt ngudi Cong Gido, chung ta tin rang cudc song la mot
mon qua thiéng liéng do Thién Chua ban. Ching ta chi la nguoi quan gia cua cudc song va than thé ctia chung
ta.

* Any intentional attempt on innocent human life is a grave crime.

(Bdt ky né e ¢6 chii y vao cudc song con nguoi vé tgi la mot t6i pham nghiém trong.)

* Each of us has a duty to live according to God’s plan so that we can bear fruit for His kingdom.

(M6i nguoi chiing ta cé mot nhiém vu song theo ké hoach ciia Thién Chila dé chiing ta c6 thé mang lai két

quda cho vieong quoc ciia Ngai.)

* Taking one’s own life through suicide is a serious evil.

(Tw ldy cudc song ciia minh qua cach tw tir la mot diéu dc nghiém trong.)

* We must distinguish the evil of suicide from noble cases where a person gives his/her life for a greater good.
For example, a soldier who dies to save his comrade is certainly committing a very praiseworthy act.

(Chiing ta phai phdn biét sw xdu xa cia ti tir khéi cdc truong hop cao quy nhie mét ngwoi hy sinh cudc song
ciia minh vi loi ich.

* The pleas of seriously ill people for euthanasia are almost always simply cries for help and love, rather than
a desire for death.

* We are never allowed to take innocent human life, born or unborn. No authority has any right to approve
euthanasia for any reason since it goes against God’s law, which no human power can override.

* As Christians, we believe that suffering has great redemptive value (Colossians 1:24). Many people unite
their suffering to Christ and accept it for the sake of spiritual gain.

4. How does one care for the gravely ill and dying? (Lam thé nao dé chim séc cho ngwoi bénh ning va sip
chét?)

The Declaration of Euthanasia explains two kinds of treatment: (The Declaration of Euthanasia dua ra hai
loai chira tri:)
* Ordinary means of treatment include those medical procedures that are well established, known to be
beneficial, and not excessively burdensome due to expense or side effects.
(Phwong tién chira tri théng thiong bao gom nhitng thii tuc y té da dwoc thanh ldp, dwoc biét dén la c6 loi, va
khéng qud ndng né do sw danh hwéng chi phi hodc hiéu irng xdu.)
* Extraordinary means of treatment include those medical procedures that are considered exceptional because
they are experimental, expensive, or have serious physical and/or psychological effects.
(Phwong tién chita tri phi thwong bao gom nhitng thi tuc y té dwoc coi la dic biét boi vi dang dwoc thir
nghiém, rdt ton kém, hodc c¢é anh hwéng nghiém trong vé thé chat hodc tam 1y.)

What is considered ordinary or extraordinary depends on factors such as the patient’s age, condition, and
available technology. While we do not have the right to take our own lives, we do have a right to die with
dignity. We are allowed to forego extraordinary means and make due with ordinary means. This is not the
same as suicide, since we are not trying to fight death with treatments that are out of proportion to the benefits,
we are simply accepting our condition. When death is inevitable, we are permitted to refuse forms of
treatment that will only prolong the dying process. However, normal care including food, water, warmth, and
hygiene, must be given. The Charter for Health Care Workers emphasizes that the artificial administration of
food or liquids, such as the feeding tube, if not burdensome, is considered ordinary care. We should form our
judgments of conscience according to the teachings of the Church and obtain the most information we can
from our doctors and pastors to make our best judgment.

“Euthanasia is an attack on life that no human authority can justify, because the life of an innocent person is
an indispensable good," Pope John Paul II said on Saturday, October 31, 1998, to those attending an
international conference on the elderly sponsored by the Pontifical Council for Pastoral Assistance to Health-
Care Workers. The Pope spoke of respect for the elderly and encouraged families to benefit from the wealth of
experience that their older members have to offer.

Case Study / Life Application

1. Terri Schiavo suffered cardiac arrest in 1990 for an unknown reason, depriving her brain of oxygen
for five minutes and causing brain damage. Most doctors diagnosed her as being in a persistent vegetative
state. That diagnosis means that even though she could smile, grimace, and at times appear alert, she actually
was not conscious and had no awareness of her surroundings. But her parents and some doctors denied that
she was in a persistent vegetative state. They believed that, while she was impaired, she did have awareness,
and could react to such things as family visits. Michael Schiavo went to court and won the right to have his
wife's feeding tube removed, saying it reflected her wishes. But the move set off a series of legal maneuvers
and legislation that involved state and federal appellate courts, the Florida Legislature, and Congress, and
produced comments from the governor, the president and innumerable pundits and protesters. In her final
days, many large groups of people stood vigil outside Terri Schiavo's Pinellas Park hospice and waited for
news on last-minute legal machinations to prevent the removal of her feeding tube. She died March 31, 2005,
at the age of 41.

2. One day after the Supreme Judicial Court of Massachusetts told the state's Department of Social
Services that it could remove a feeding tube from 11-year-old Haleigh Poutre, the little girl — rendered
comatose last year by a savage beating and burning from her step-father — suddenly emerged from her
"vegetative state," breathing on her own and responding to stimuli. Had she not stirred, she now would be in
the final days of life. As far as state authorities were concerned, she had no right to live. She was costing
money and taking up space. Sage physicians declared her beyond helping and beyond hope. Her mother
wanted her gone, declaring the coma "not a life." And the Department of Social Services — the people who in
theory help the downtrodden — prepared to starve her.

3. Allison Davies has spina bifida, emphysema and osteoporosis. She uses a wheelchair full time, and
suffers severe spinal pain on a daily basis. This pain is not always well controlled even with morphine. All the
conditions she has are incurable, and it is very likely that her pain will get worse over time. Taking morphine
often makes her feel sick, and severe nausea is an added burden. Seventeen years ago she decided she could no
longer face life. She wanted to die — a strong wish that lasted over 10 years. During the first 5 of those years
she seriously attempted suicide, by various methods (cutting wrists, taking overdoses of painkillers with large
amounts of alcohol, etc). She wanted to sleep forever and never hurt again. On the most serious of those
occasions she was taken to hospital after her friends found her. She was treated against her will in hospital, and
was extremely angry with the friends who had initiated life-saving treatment. At the time some doctors
thought she had only a short time to live — one suggested 6 months.

Had a Dutch-type euthanasia law been in place she would have requested death. Under the "strict legal
safeguards" which apply there, she would have qualified for euthanasia. The Dutch law does not specify that
the patient must be terminally ill, only that she must have an incurable condition, be "suffering unbearably"
and that there be no alternative way of alleviating the suffering.

Davies went to India to visit a new project to help disabled children. Many of the children are so disabled
they can barely manage to crawl in the dust. They are unwanted and unloved by their families. The children
saved her life. The first time she visited the children they called her "Mummy." They hugged and loved her,
and as she was playing with them, she suddenly loved them all, overwhelmingly and fiercely, as if they really
were her own. When she left she said "I think I want to live." It was the first time she had thought that for over
10 years. As a result of that visit, she founded and now run a charity called Enable (working in India) to help
those and, now, many more disabled children. Euthanasia would have robbed her of the last 17 years of her
life, and it would have robbed "her" Indian children of the chance in life they now have.

Summary

We all have the responsibilities for taking care of and maintaining our human life. It is not morally
acceptable to opt out of life at the first sign of any suffering or malady. The decisions to prolong life require
information from medical personnel, input from family and friends, and also spiritual guidance to assure that
those decisions being made are reasonable and in accord with human dignity.

Catechism Reference

2324 Intentional euthanasia, whatever its forms or motives, is murder. It is gravely contrary to the dignity of
the human person and to the respect due to the living God, his Creator.

2277 Whatever its motives and means, direct euthanasia consists in putting an end to the lives of handicapped,
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sick, or dying persons. It is morally unacceptable. Thus an act or omission which, by it or by intention, causes
death in order to eliminate suffering constitutes a murder gravely contrary to the dignity of the human person
and to the respect due to the living God, his Creator. The error of judgment into which one can fall in good
faith does not change the nature of this murderous act, which must always be forbidden and excluded.

Prayer

For those who suffer, and those who cry this night, give them repose, Lord; a pause in their burdens. Let
there be minutes where they experience peace, not of man but of angels. Love them, Lord, when others cannot.
Hold them, Lord, when we fail with human arms. Hear their prayers and give them the ability to hear You

back in whatever language they best understand.

Fact Finding

I ORIGINS OF YOUTH MOVEMENT (1850s —1929)

TNTT was founded and grew in Vietnam starting in the late 1920s, but its origins can be traced back to 19th
century France. Decades before its founding, TNTT’s ideals and concepts had already existed in two French
youth organizations known as Apostalat de la Priére and Croisade Eucharistique.

Prayer Apostolate (1861-1915).
1852-1856. Father Henri Ramiere, a French Jesuit, published a magazine called “The Message of the Heart of
Jesus” in an effort to promote devotion to the Eucharist through:

* Devoting to the Heart of Jesus

*  Uniting the souls into the Heart of Jesus

* Making constant acts of sacrifice for the benefit of the Church
1861. The Prayer Apostolate was officially approved by Catholic authorities, adopting Fr. Ramiere’s
objectives as its statutes.
1910. With the purpose of promoting Eucharistic devotion among Catholic youths, Pope Pius X decreed
Quam Singulari, allowing children 7 years or older to receive Communion. The Quam Singulari decree
became the catalyst for the growth of Prayer Apostolate as it began to spread to other nations.

Eucharistic Crusade in France (1915-1929)

1915. Fr. Albert Bassicres started the Eucharistic Crusade, directly under the umbrella of Prayer
Apostolate. This new branch of Prayer Apostolate served the purpose of mobilizing young people
throughout the nation to carry out the tasks of praying, performing acts of sacrifice, attending mass,
praying for the country, and praying for peaceful deaths for the dying. The Eucharistic Crusade, or
“DPao Binh Thanh Thé”, is the direct precursor for the youth movement in Vietnam.,

I1. THE EUCHARISTIC CRUSADE IN VIETNAM (1929-1975)

Entrance (1929)

In 1929, during the midst of French missionary work in Vietnam, two priests from the St. Sulpice order were
assigned the task of starting a seminary in Vietnam. One of the major results of their work was the initiation
of the Eucharistic Crusade in Vietnam, called “Nghia Binh Thanh Thé”. Despite the rich traditions that led to
this point and the growth that would follow in the later years, the establishment of the Eucharistic Crusade in
Vietnam is considered the “birth” of TNTT.

Growth and Milestones (1930s)

In the decade following its entrance into Vietnam, the Eucharistic Crusade spread throughout the country as
local organizations were formed in large cities as well as small towns. With the help of Vietnamese bishops
and clergy, it rose to prominence in many dioceses. Also, the organization and regulations of the Eucharistic
Crusade underwent some notable changes during this time. Notably, the formation of teams with a leader to
remind one another to attend morning mass was carried out, and thus the method of forming teams came into
existence.

1931. The Eucharistic Crusade established in the Hanoi and Hue dioceses.
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1932. Phat Diem and Thanh Hoa dioceses established. Publications and training materials issued. Uniforms,
rules, and Offering Prayer of the day were declared.

1935. The Vinh diocese. The Saigon diocese.

1937. The Bui Chu diocese. Bishop H6 Ngoc Cén transform the Eucharistic Crusade into a Catholic Action

group.

Maintenance Amidst Turmoil (1940s and 1950s)

After strong growth in the 1930s, the 1940s became a period of great difficulty and challenge for the
Eucharistic Crusade. Communism and colonialism grew strong in the North and began to cause division
between the North and South. In addition to the problems caused by the changing political system, the country
also faced a famine in 1945, causing much pain and suffering for people all throughout the country. The new
government authorities made efforts to halt the growth of the organization and restrain its activities. Even
though the government was often successful in their efforts, a few parishes were still able to organize
conferences to promote morality, share inspirational stories, and send news of various group activities.

In 1954, the country was split into North Vietnam and South Vietnam. The North fell under a Communist
regime, causing many groups in the North to move south. In the South, local organizations began to blossom
and spread to rural areas such as My Tho, Phtt Cudng, and Xuan Loc. However, groups in the North were not
as fortunate. Many northern local organizations had their activities limited, if not completely forbidden.
Prayer and daily mass still existed, but the organizational structure completely disappeared in the North.

Vietnamese Eucharistic Youth Movement (1964-1975)

In the beginning years of the 1960s, Western culture made strong waves into Vietnamese society; even
effective methods for educating children received special attention from educators. As a result, the activities of
NBTT began to require renovation to suit the changing modern mentality of the youth.

Being aware of this change in mentality, many local NBTT chaplains began to inject personal innovations into
the activities of the groups. Many places permitted the members to hold activities outside the grounds of the
church, such as singing, games, and camping trips, etc.

1964. In 1964, General Chaplain Nguyén Khic Ngir was appointed bishop, so the Vietnamese Conference of
Bishops appointed Fr. Phaolé Nguyén Vin Thanh to be his successor. Fr. Thanh contacted local priests and
convened the first Conference of Chaplains. The conference discussed many issues and made some significant
changes to the Eucharistic Crusade. Some of the notable changes are:

* A name change to reflect the organizations new goals and methods: “Phong Trao Thiéu Nhi Thanh

Thé Viét Nam”, properly translated as “The Vietnamese Eucharistic Youth Movement”

 The Ten Principles (10 Piéu Tam Niém)

* New organizational structure of parish, diocese, country

e A new Executive Committee was elected with Leader Peter Nguyén Vin Liém as its first president

1972. Throughout the late 1960s and early 1970s, chaplains and leaders collaborate to advance TNTT into a
new era. Some of the major innovations include a new Anthem, guidelines for training leaders (from
Apprentice through Trainer). The “Scriptural Context” and desert camps were adopted to train leaders. The
Ten Principles were also revised to a poem format. Perhaps the most memorable history event during this
period occurred in 1972. The inaugural “To the Promise Land” Convention (Pai Hoi Vé Dat Htra) was held in
Saigon. More than 1700 leaders from all over the country came together to share ideas and experiences. The
Convention concluded with Eucharistic Adoration attended by the 30,000 members.

1975. Unfortunately, the joyful flourish of TNTT would not last long. On April 30th, 1975, the North
Vietnamese military invaded Saigon and overtook the city. All of Vietnam fell under the rule of the
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Communist regime. Communities and families scattered, chaplain priests were forbidden to carry out
activities, and the progress of TNTT came to a grinding halt.

II1. VIETNAMESE EUCHARISTIC SOCIETY IN THE US (1975-PRESENT)

The New Seeds (1975-1984)

1975. In the summer of 1975, many Vietnamese refugees had arrived in the United States, but they were still
unsettled from the journey. However, by the end of 1975, Fr. Tran Céng Nghi established four youth groups
in New Orleans. These groups were not official TNTT groups but their activities were similar to and carried
the spirit of TNTT.

1977. The first Eucharistic Youth Group was established at the Vietnamese Martyrs Catholic Community in
New Orleans, LA by Fr. Tran Cong Nghi, who became its chaplain.

1978. Groups were established in Port Arthur, Texas, Orange County, and San Jose, CA — places where there
were the largest Vietnamese populations.

1982. In December 1982, the magazine “Mustard Seed” of the San Jose, CA group was born. This magazine
allowed leaders from all over the country able to connect with each other, and new hope and joys for the

movement began from this point.

Vietnamese Eucharistic Youth Society in the United States of America (1984-present)

By the early 1980s, local organizations were formed in Vietnamese communities throughout the U.S. Leaders
from different areas in the country were also in touch with each other, sharing their ideas and experiences.
However, the organizational structure did not yet exist on the national level.

1984. On 26-28 July 1984, the National Vietnamese Eucharistic Youth Congress was organized in New
Orleans, LA. The Vietnamese Eucharist Society in the US was officially established and unified at the national
level during the Second Religious Education Congress organized by the Association of Vietnamese Clergy and
Religious and the Inter-Association of Vietnamese Catholics in the U.S. Fr. Dominic Vii Thanh Tuong was
elected the first General Chaplain in the U.S. At the same time, the Executive Council was elected to a 2-year
term with Leader Peter Nguyén Vin Liém as the first president.

1992. After its official establishment in 1984, the VEYS in the US continued its growth through the mid and
late 1980s, with new local organizations sprouting throughout the country. In 1992, the second “To the
Promise Land” Convention was held in the Los Angeles, CA. Chaplains and leaders from all over the country
attended, and a new Executive Council was elected.

1998. The third “To the Promise Land” Convention was held in Orange County, CA.

2001. The first “Joshua” Conference was held in Orange County, CA. The purpose of the conference was to
gather Executive Board members of Regional and local organizations to share ideas and experiences.

In August of 2001, Msgr. Francis Pham Véan Phuong was elected President of Association of Clergy and
Religious and Inter-Association of Vietnamese Catholics in the U.S. This ended Msgr. Phuong’s 25+ year
tenure as General Chaplain of VEYS US. Fr. John Baptist Chu Vinh Quang was elected to the position of
General Chaplain for VEYS US.

2004. The fourth “To the Promise Land” Convention was held in Orange County, CA.

Dear Jesus, please open our hearts and minds so that we as a team will learn and practice the camp gate
project together.

Project objective:
Apply knowledge of knot-tying and lashing to help design and construct a camp gate.

Fact Finding

Importance of the Camp Gate — Tdm quan trong ciia cong trai Notes:
TNTT camps are unique and special events. They take members away
from the comforts of home and allow them to interact with each, playing
with and learning from one another. The camp gate officially welcomes
members into this special atmosphere. It makes the first impression on
campers and visitors. It is the first structure that people see and it should
welcome them to the camp. Therefore, camp gates need to be carefully
designed and constructed.

Guidelines — Huéng din

Free standing above ground. The camp gate should show that it is a
product of skill and craftiness. Therefore, it must be structurally strong
enough to stand without having to bury parts of it into the ground.
Anchors may be used, but the gate itself should not be implanted into the
ground.

Tw do dirng trén mat ddt. Nén cho thdy cong trai la san pham ciia kj ndng
va muu meo.

All natural. The purpose of camping in TNTT is to remove ourselves from
our normal comforts and face the challenges of living in the wilderness
(even if it is only for one weekend). The camp gate should emphasize this
concept by being as natural as possible. No nails, screws, bolts/nuts,
hammers, drills should be used. No store-bought wooden beams (2x2,
2x4, etc) should be used. The entire structure needs to be held together
using only rope and knots.

Ideally, members should find fallen tree limbs/branches to use. However,
finding limbs and branches may be difficult at many modern
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campgrounds, where they are typically gathered to make firewood. If
natural materials cannot be found, the most natural-looking materials can
be purchased. For example, you can buy tree limbs/branches from a
lumber/timber yard or bamboo from a gardening or hardware store.

Visually appealing. Remember that the camp gate makes the first
impression on campers and visitors. It is not useful unless it is eye-
catching and gives people a sense of welcome and excitement when they
enter the camp site. Design the camp gate so that it gives them a good first
impression.

Design - Thiét Ké
A camp gate should be the product of practical design and inspiring
creativity. Some questions to consider:
* Is it structurally strong? Will it withstand powerful winds?
Would it withstand someone accidentally running into it?
* s it easy enough to construct with the number of people and time
available?
* What kind of feeling would people have about the camp just by
looking at the gate?
* If you had never been camping before, would the camp gate catch
your attention and make you want to enter the camp to find out
more?

* How many anchors are needed?
* How many feet of rope is needed? How thick does the rope need
to be?

Construction — Xdy dung

When building the gate, be sure to construct the main frame of it first.
Begin by tying together the joins with the longest poles, or the joins that
will be expected to hold the most weight. Also, make sure that the poles
with anchor ropes (ropes that will be tied to the anchor) are tied as tight as
possible. After the main frame of the gate is strong and sturdy, begin
working on the smaller components.

While constructing the gate, remember that once the camp is over, you will
also need to take the gate apart. Use enough rope and tie enough knots to
make the gate strong, but do not over-do it. Too much rope and knots will
make it difficult to undo later on and also detract from the appeal of the
gate.

Project objective:

Apply knowledge of knot-tying and lashing to help design and construct a flag pole.

Fact Finding

Importance of the Flag — Sw quan trong ciia La Co Notes:
The flag is considered the symbol of a nation’s survival through the trials
and tribulations in its history. Likewise, TNTT’s flag symbolizes its life as
a Catholic youth organization. Because of a flag’s symbolic significance,
it must be treated and displayed with dignity. The flagpole serves the
purpose of making the flag(s) boldly present and visible for everyone to
see.

Standard Design of a Flagpole — Thiét ké tiéu chuin clia mét cot co
Similar to the campgate, the flagpole can also make an impression on the
campers and visitors, so the followed guidelines apply when constructing a
flagpole:

* Free-standing above ground

* Made from Natural Materials

* Visually Appealing

Additionally, the flagpole should be high enough that it can be visible to
campers from most areas of the camp. A good length for a flagpole is
about 15-25 feet.

Unlike a campgate, however, a flagpole is used in frequently in

There are several
standard flagpole designs, each used depending on the number of flags and
materials available. Choose of the designs suggested below and try not to
deviate from them.
